Law in the following way: Early in the morning we will hold a pancake breakfast at the church. Scouts will cook, serve
and clean up (and you will be fed also).

We will be serving at 8:00 A.M. for those people attending the 9:00 A.M. service and then
cleaning up and getting reset for the 11:00 A.M. Service. We will keep the grill open until 10:30 A.M. for anyone who
wishes to eat after the first service, for those who arrive for the 10:00 A.M. adult bible study and also for any members
who might like breakfast before the 11:00 A.M. service. All Scouts are invited to attend the 11:00 A.M. service, in
full uniform. You might make whatever arrangements you need to fulfill your own, different religious responsibilities
either beforehand or afterward,_IF attending this service does not fulfill your personal devotional requirements.
